ACCOMMODATION FOR DISABILITIES

In accordance with University of Tennessee Health Science Center Personnel Procedure #220
and University of Tennessee System Policy HR0220, Equal Employment Opportunity and
Affirmative Action, reasonable accommodations will be made for otherwise qualified disabled
veterans and persons with disabilities. This policy applies to Residents* with disabilities. The
University of Tennessee Health Science Center is required to comply with the Americans with
Disabilities Act and Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 and is committed to providing
a campus which is accessible to everyone.
