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Family Medicine Residency
Gynecology Rotation

The overall educational goal for the Gynecology curriculum in the Family Medicine Residency Program is for the resident to gain competency in the management of
Women’s Health issues. Instruction and clinical experiences will enable the family practice physician to be competent in the triage and management of gynecological
problems.

Pgy-2 residents will be assigned to the gynecology rotation for one month. Throughout this rotation the resident continues with morning and noon conferences, rounds, night
call for the Family Medicine Service, an average of two family medicine continuity clinics. Three or four times per week the resident will attend a clinic with gynecology
preceptor in which patients scheduled to be seen by the preceptor are evaluated and treated by both resident and the preceptor. One day per week the resident will attend
Colposcopy clinic.
