East Rule

* All students are required to schedule 1 rotation at
an East location (Chattanooga, Knoxville, Nashville,
or Jackson) during the third year.

» After all scheduling is complete, then students

can ‘swap’ rotations for their desired location,
if available.

* Advantagesinclude the ability to see a different
hospital/clinic/city and work with a different group
of residents/faculty.

* Housing* is provided by UT for M3 students on
required core clerkships in East cities if their
primary domicile is in Memphis.

Limit 3 months maximum over both the 3™ and 4th

Delay Step 17
No! Don’t do it!

Must take and pass an NMBE practice exam prior to Step 1
Why?
Most students do not feel ready to take Step 1, but you are!
However, if you don’t pass then you may need more time

Step 1 is now Pass/Fail, so delaying will not improve your score
Many students have delayed unnecessarily, pushing back
clerkships until M4 year

The M4 fall is too busy to be doing core clerkships

If you feel you are in jeopardy of failing Step 1, reach out to one
of your academic deans (Dr. Cantrell, Dr. Whitt, or Dr. Bettin)
Regardless of delaying Step 1, you will still need to participate in
Prep for Clerkship week!

* Wellness Days — Goal is to promote mental health and
wellness among students.
* Take a day to rest, recharge, reboot, etc.

* NOT a substitute for professional counseling or mental
health treatment for a student experiencing a more
significant mental health concern!
